The se lec t ion was based on
proven need and on the ar t is ts '
potent ia I  to  benef i t  f rom the
oppor tun i ty  o f fered.

We acqui red the former  f i re
s ta t ion in  Gi l tender  St reet ,  Lon-
d o n  E 1 4  i n  1 9 9 6  w i t h  f i n a n c i a L
suppor t  f rom the Foundat ion
for  Spor t  and the Ar ts  and the
Nat ionaI  Lot tery  through the
Ar t s  Counc i I  o f  Eng land .  The
buiLd ing was res tored and
conver ted to  prov ide the 12
work / t ive  un i ts  together  w i th  6
non- res iden t i a I  s tud ios .  The
scheme was deve loped in
response to the | .ack of  af ford-
abte  space in  which ar t is ts  can
work  and L ive,  and to  the [ack o f
s tud ios  proper ly  access ib te  to
d isabted ar t is ts .  The three year
res idency  scheme i s  des igned
to  g ive ar t is ts  more t ime to  con-
cent ra te  on the devetopment  o f

the i r  work  and pro fess ionaI
careers ,  and to  reduce the t ime
they need to  spend invotved in
other  empLoyment .

An impor tant  feature  o f  the
Fi re  Sta t ion is  that  i t  i s  fuLLy
access ib te  to  wheetcha i r  users
and  Acme i s  commi t ted  to
of fer ing an in tegrated pro-
gramme for  ar t is ts  w i th  and
w i thou t  d i sab i t i t i es .  A  fu r the r
three ar t is ts  tak ing up the
scheme th is  year  have d isab i -
l i t ies  and we wiL t  be car ry ing
ou t  f  u r the r  work  to  the  bu i [d ing
where necessary  in  response
to  the i r  i nd i v idua I  needs .

The F i re  Sta t ion programme
is  an  impor tan t  na t i ona I  modeL
wh ich  comb ines  work ing  and
I iv ing space a t  h igh | .y  subs id ised
rent  leveLs to  max imise the
benef  i t  fo r  ar t is ts . "The vaLue o f
our  suppor t  fo r  the res idency
p rog ramme,  i nc lud ing  the  bu r -
sary  for  an ar t is t  w i th  a  d isab i -
Li ty,  is f40,000 a year.  As such
